Dalily instruction, interactiauith peers and teachers, and explanation and icktign are
crucial and cannot be duplicated outside the acadday. Research has shown positive daily attecelanrrelates
highly with academic achievement and helps devesdpable personal habits that prepare the studersdulthood
and future career endeavors.

REPORTING ABSENCES

In the best interests of all parties involved, sisbool should be notified by the parent/guardiareach and every
day a student is absent. The parent/guardian callshe Attendance Office at 248-435-8500 (predsyl1:30 p.m.
each day. Voicemalil is available for messages ibme is available to take your call.

If the parent/guardian is going to be unavailaplease notify the school in advance as to who lvéliresponsible
for calling in any absences for your student.

Use the phone to excuse a full day or a morningrades If necessary, the Attendance Office willegt@ note the
day the student returns. Calling the day of theeabe will allow your student to go directly tosdaand prevent a
visit to the Student Service Center for paperworkdmit him/her to class.

Absences not excused within 48 hours will remain @xcused.

PRE-ARRANGED ABSENCES

A planned absence extending over one or more sated requires a note be submitted to the Atterel@ftice

from a parent/guardian at least two days priorhi heginning of the absence. School days missegéisonal
vacation time outside of the regularly schedulechtian times will be considered unexcused unlessAtitendance
Office has granted approval. Approved, pre-arrdrajesences do count toward a student’s overalhabsdotal.

AUTOMATIC ATTENDANCE DIALER

The automated attendance dialer will call the sttiddhome daily in the evening hours to notify grerent/guardian
of any unexcused absences. It will be necessarihéoparent/guardian to access Pinnacle Interievaft (PIV) to
determine the hour(s) the student was absent. hdf student believes the absence is incorrect, histher
responsibility to obtain a Student Attendance Gdioa form from the Attendance Office to take te tieacher for
verification.

EXCUSED ABSENCES/UNEXCUSED ABSENCES

Excused absences will be granted for personal oiilyfaillnesses/emergencies, pre-arranged medicatiédie
appointments that cannot be scheduled outside bclhoaors, religious holidays, funerals, and legal
appearances/legitimate business purposes confibbyegioper documentation. Proper documentation lshba
submitted at the time of the absence. Absencesrfauthorized reasons or unconfirmed by parent comication
will be considered “unexcused.” Parents are adviseat the prime responsibility for the integrityf o
communications with the school rests with the stidend the home._Any student who enters/leavestheol
building without properly signing in/out will noeceive an excused absence

LOSS OF CREDIT DUE TO ATTENDANCE

A student who has five (5) unexcused absences ceegls a total of ten (10) absences in one semlesies
academic credit. A formal appeal must be madéecAttendance Office to recover lost credit. Aif@ grade of
“E” or “H” will be recorded as the semester gragmmi the fifth (5) unexcused or the eleventh (11graill absence
unless the Attendance Office/Appeal Committee grdhé attendance appeal request. Truancy, poamdathce
history, and attendance-related behavior refewdlsiegatively impact appeal requests.

TARDY TO CLASS

one detention. By serving a detention, a tardy al deleted from the student’s attendance recdttite detention
schedule will be posted in the Attendance Offideis the student’s responsibility to be aware ldit attendance
status in each of their classes.

LEAVING SCHOOL EARLY

Royal Oak High School’s policy regarding food antihi is that no type of food or drink is
allowed in the classroom or halls in the acaderoitign of the building.

Any
food or drink that is visible in the hall or classm will be confiscated. Both parent and student
cooperation is anticipated and appreciated.

Royal Oak High School has a “No Peanut/Nut Prodymiicy strictly enforced in the following
areas: Auditorium, Media Center, Performing Atesssrooms/wing, all classrooms. This is due
to severe student nut allergies.

Student Language

Report Cards
Reports of grades, attendance and citizenshipbeiissued to students (4) times throughout the

school year. Report card marking periods will &nely end as follows: First semester —
November 12, 2010, and January 28, 2011. Secomester —April 1 and June 17, 2010.
Report cards generally come home about 1-1/2 wattks the end of the marking period. It
should be noted that the last grade report in Yuihée mailed to your home.

Review of Student Records

All parents have the legal right to review theiudg#nt's educational records. This right of
review by a parent exists until the student readiBegears of age. If parents wish to review their
student’s record, a request for such review shaeldplaced in writing and forwarded to the
building principal. Generally speaking, the inf@tmon included in the record has either been
sent home or previously discussed in a parent cemnée with a counselor, principal or teacher.

Educational records of any nature will not be reéghto another school, outside agency, or
employer without the specific written approval bétparent, or of the student who has reached
18 years of age. Parents or students who wishr&echds released to colleges or other agencies
must complete and place on file a form authorizugh release.

A formal release is not required by law for thectbsure of some informational items
concerning students defined as directory infornmatioDirectory information includes the
student’'s name, address, date and place of birdprnfield of study, dates of attendance and
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awards received. It also covers the types of médron that would normally be included in the

yearbook, commencement program, honor rolls, badcaoir programs, dramatics programs,
or contests of any nature (debate, athletics,.ettf.)any parent does not wish to have their
student’'s name listed in any program of the natlgscribed above, it is essential that the
principal’s office be notified of this decision writing. Parents are assured that the school will
not release telephone numbers or privileged reicdodmation without a signed release from the
parent or student.

Lunch Periods and Cafeteria Services

Students will be provided a 35-minute lunch pemathin their scheduled day. Lunches are sold
on a daily or weekly basis. We are encouragingmtarto take advantage of the weekly price as
it saves them money, is good for our program aed aliminates the need for students to bring
money every day for lunch. Cafeteria services alsb be available to provide ala carte items at
a nominal cost.The campus will be closed for the 2010-2011 schogdar for all freshmen
and sophomores. Parents of 11th and 12th graders are strongly utgexrefully discuss the
matter of their student’s departure from the canghwing the lunch period. The advisability of
students taking advantage of this option shoulddiermined by parents and exercised only with
their consent.

Immunization Records

Please remember to keep a personal record of youhitd’s immunizations. New students
will not be enrolled in school without immunizatioacords. If your doctor’s office closes, you
move, your child attends college, etc.; you mayrequired to furnish this immunization
information. Also, be aware that from time to tigleanges occur in immunization requirements.

Driving and Parking

Employees of the school district are assigned tpesuse the school parking lots. Past
experience has confirmed that parking in a supedviarea is safer for students and their
property. Students will be informed of the fedestule and when they may apply for their
parking permits. The Tennis Court Parking lot widl longer be used for student parking. We
still have two student parking lots, one on thetmaide of the building with the entrance off of
Normandy, and one at the east end of the buildiig the entrance off Lexington Blvd. All
motor vehicles, mopeds and motorcycles, as wedludsmobiles, are required to have a permit
and pay the established fee for the utilizatiosatfool parking facilities.

Bicycles remain extremely vulnerable to both treeftd vandalism. In an effort to combat this
problem, a special area specifically designed tier storage of bicycles is provided in the front
of the building. Students who ride bicycles toashould secure them with quality locks and
chains in the area designated for this purpose.

Planners

At registration, all students will receive tReyal Oak High SchoolPlanner. All students will

be expected to have them with them for all of tlbisses. The planner contains the student
handbook, study tips, reference section and a lvedltother information including a daily
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calendar for writing down assignments. We thinki yaill agree that its potential to improve
student achievement is great. If this planneoss, ithe charge for replacement will be $5.00.

Cell Phones— Students are not allowed to use cell phonesngraher form of electronic
communication during school hours. The school olejyudes passing periods and cafeteria
usage. In compliance with school board policydstis violating this regulation will have their
cell phone (or other form of electronic communioajiconfiscated and returned only to a parent.
Continued violations will result in suspension.u@&nts may use a phone in the Student Service
Center if communication with a parent is necessary.

No student shall be
required to enroll in these programs as a conditibplacement on an athletic team or activity
for the succeeding school year or sport season.

VACATIONS DURING THE SEASON

Attendance at all practices and games is very itapar A written notice from the athlete’'s parents
establishing the dates of an absence must be deldrtutthe head coach before the absence. Angtathl
missing practice must recondition before particgratwill be permitted. Although student-athletes
should not be unduly penalized due to absence glwsaheduled school breaks, any absence for a
vacation that the coach was not notified of willdmnsidered unexcused. In addition to reconditigni
after returning from an unexcused absence, theestiathlete may face additional consequences deemed
appropriate by the coach.

QUITTING AN ATHLETIC TEAM

Quitting a team is a serious matter. If an athigtiés one sport after the season has begun, heilmst
be eligible to participate in another sport thasam without the prior consent of both coachesthad
Athletic Director nor will they be allowed to atpre-season conditioning for the upcoming season.

DUAL PARTICIPATION

Participation in two sports during the same seasatiscouraged. However, with the written consant
both coaches and the Athletic Director, a studémete may compete on two teams during the same
season. (This only applies to teams where squadacatnot involved).

TRAINING RULES AND CONDUCT

Representing the District in an interscholastic petition is a privilege, not a right. Students who
participate in District interscholastic athleticeogram are expected to represent the highest idgals
character by exemplifying excellent conduct, exallcitizenship and excellent sportsmanship. Royal
Oak student-athletes are also expected to engageoith training habits, which include abstainingriro

the use of tobacco, alcohol, drugs, anabolic slsrand human growth hormones. Separate and apart
from a student’s performance as an athlete, thdestis conduct, citizenship, sportsmanship andhitngi
habits reflect at all times on the student-athldies/her team, the school and the community.
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Accordingly, the Board of Education establishes tiihletic Code of Conduct for all students whoigesp
to participate in interscholastic athletics as espntatives of the Royal Oak School District.

A. Violations of federal, state or local/law ordinanceincluding felony or misdemeanor acts
other than minor traffic offenses. Conviction of said offenses is not necessarystatdish a
violation of the Athletic Code of Conduct, whichlwbe determined through an independent
school investigation. Such offenses, when witretsbg a teacher, administrator, other
responsible adult(s) or when substantiated by o#iiEble evidence may constitute a violation of
this Code of Conduct. A conference will be heldhm 3 school days after the infraction has
been noted with the coach, student, student’s pareguardian and the Athletic Director prior to
determining appropriate penalties if necessary.ndfconference is held within a reasonable
amount of time, (3 school days) the disciplinarpgass will continue. Depending upon the
severity of the incident penalties will range frasnspension from athletic competition to
dismissal from the squad.

First Violation: Athlete suspended for 6 weeksr 6 dates of game
competition whichever is greater.

Second Violation: Athlete suspended for 36 weeks 86 contests whichever is
greater.

Third Violation: Athlete shall lose the privilege of participating in

interscholastic athletics for the remainder of is/her high
school career.

B. Inappropriate behavior which school officials congiler “conduct unbecoming an athlete”
and representative of the Royal Oak School District A conference will be held with the
coach, student, student’s parent or guardian aadAthletic Director to determine appropriate
penalties. Depending upon the severity of thedai, penalties may include a formal
reprimand, suspension from competition or dismifsah the squad.

C. Hazing is defined as any intentional, knowing, or recklest meant to induce physical pain,
embarrassment, humiliation, deprivation of rightstiat which creates physical or mental
discomfort, and is directed against a student lier gurpose of being initiated into, affiliating
with, holding office in, or maintaining membership any organization, club, or athletic team
sponsored by the District and whose membershiptély or predominately other students from
the district.

Soliciting, encouraging, aiding, or engaging in “haing” on or in any school property at any
time, or in connection with any activity supportedor sponsored by the District, whether on

or off school property, is strictly prohibited. Any student of the District aware of the planning
or occurrence of hazing activities is required tifg the appropriate District administrator
immediately. Permission, consent or assumptiaiskfby an individual subjected to hazing does
not lessen the prohibition.

A conference will be held with the coach, studstudent’s parents or guardians and the Athletic
Director to determine appropriate penalties. Depen upon the severity of the incident,
penalties may include a formal reprimand, susp@nfiom competition or dismissal from the
squad..
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D. Violations of the Student Handbook. Penalties will be prescribed by the building
administration. Any violation of this code, whith also a violation of the student handbook,
may be investigated by the building administratioRenalties for violations of the student
handbook may be imposed separate and apart fromparalty imposed under this code.

E. Violation of any team conduct rule as may be estaished by the team’s head coach and
approved by the Athletic Director. Penalties for violations of these rules may bedsed
separate and apart from any penalty imposed uhdecade.

F. Use, possession, concealment, distribution, sale deing under the influence of those
substances listed in Items 1-6 below violates thelAetic Code of Conduct:

1. Tobacco or tobacco products in any form

2. Alcohol or alcoholic beverages in any form

3. lllegal drugs, including but not limited to thoagbstances defined as “controlled
substances” pursuant to federal and state statute

4. Drug paraphernalia

5. Substances purported to be illegal, abusive oopmdnce-enhancing, i.e. “look-alike
drugs”

6. Steroids, human growth hormones, or other perfooe@mhancing drugs

It shall not be a violation of the Athletic Code @bnduct for an athlete to use or possess
prescription drugs when taken pursuant to a legalsquiption issued by a licensed
practitioner. Along with following school distrigtolicy on the dispensing of medication, a
parent/guardian shall notify his/her son/daughtertach in writing of the medication
prescribed, the duration of the prescription anthé medication could alter the athlete’s
behavior or affect of the athlete’s ability to peigate in a physical activity. Such
notification shall be prior to the season, or dgrthe season if a physician prescribes the
medication during the season.

SUBSTANCE ABUSE PENALTIES AND RECOMMENDATION

This self-disclosure
exemption is available to an athlete only oncerdphis/her athletic career.

Option 2 — Athlete suspended for 36 weeks or 36 contestsheber is greater.

4. Third Violation
The athlete shall lose the privilege of participgtiin interscholastic athletics for the
remainder of his/her high school career.

Please note that these athletic penalties will cenoa immediately following the completion of stuten
school corrective measure.

Penalties shall be cumulative beginning with amdughout the students’ participation as an athlgtee
penalties will overlap seasons and other and thefehses will accumulate through the student
athletes’ career.

In cases where action was taken directly byptivecipal and/or in cases in which dissatisfaction
exists with the results of the review hearing g pinincipal, a written appeal may be made within
three (3) days to the Executive Director, Admirtitre Services/designee and, where applicable,
the Executive Director, Student Services. Theewgvimust be held within three (3) days of
receipt of the appeal.

Co-op Job _Coordinator/Job Placement Center The coordinator's major responsibility is to

place seniors into cooperative job training experes for school credit. The coordinator works
closely with employers in supervising on-the-joairiing based on the guidelines of the Royal
Oak School District and State of Michigan Wage, drabBnd Safety Divisions. Students may
contact the Co-op Coordinator or may be referre@ lapunselor. The coordinator can also aid
any student in securing facts about local job opties. A Job Bulletin is published biweekly

containing information on part-time, summer andtfgwaduate jobs.

Counseling and Guidance Services The Royal Oak High School Counseling Department
follows a program which is designed to serve thidvidual needs of students. Each counselor
works with an assigned student to help them devefggopriate educational and career goals,
and assists in the achievement of those goals ag#ldemic planning and personal counseling.
Support groups are facilitated by counselors fadehts with common concerns. Students are
free to discuss any matter with any counselor. ddunselors work closely with parents, staff,

and with outside agencies. The office is open ffaf0 - 4:00 and personnel are available to
assist parents or students by appointment or oalleiw basis.

Oakland Technical Center - Southeast Campus Royal Oak High is one of the participating
schools in the Oakland Technical Center, a modaceilitfy offering programs in approximately
20 career areas. Students attend Royal Oak Higtwtoor three classes and OTC for the other
part of their day, either during the morning orafioon session. Students must be 16 years old
to qualify, and should contact their counselorddmission information. Transportation to and
from the Center is provided by the School Distrilttis located at 5055 Delemere in Royal Oak.

Psychological Services A school psychologist is available to Royal Q4igh School students

on a part-time basis. Appointment with the psyobdt is by referral from the Counseling
Office. Students or parents needing psychologseaVices or information should contact the
Counseling Office at 435-8500. Psychological sssiare generally requested when the student
is experiencing serious difficulty with social aca@lemic adjustment. The school psychologist
works with individual students, counselors, andewfthe parents in an effort to make the
student's years at Royal Oak Highmore successful.
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Social Worker Services- The social worker, as part of the Student Ses/igtaff, is available to
assist individuals who may have unique counseliegds. As a general rule the social worker
deals with personal problems and attendance issdesh are more involved and time
consuming than those that can be satisfied thrailgbr services. Because the social worker
works with long-term problems, the case load istiohand students are generally accepted only
on a referral basis through the Counseling Office.

Special Education- Royal Oak High provides special education s@wifor any students who

are found to qualify according to the State of Njem guidelines for special education
certification. Parents who desire further inforioatshould contact the school psychologist,
social worker, or special education department head

Speech and Language Pathology Any student with a speech difficulty may be reée by
staff or parents to the speech and language pafisbfor diagnostic testing.
