Guest:  CCSI (Common Core Standards Initiative) (Allison Sykes):
· CCSI has been embraced by 45 states nationwide.

· Provides clear and specific ELA/Math standards for students in grades K-12.

· Michigan is a pioneer in a push for nationwide standards; Oakland ISD is a leader in the state.

· Will be testing using nationwide common assessments.

· RO Schools will be presenting first couple of units this spring.

· Full implementation slated for 2014.

· Standards for science and social studies still being developed.

Committee Reports:

· Legislative (Tom Regan):  Advocacy Day will be Saturday, March 3rd at the Holiday Inn at Laurel Park Place in Livonia.  Contact legislators about:  SB 618 is now before the state Senate education committee; would remove the cap on the number of charter schools in Michigan.  SB 619 passed the Senate is in the House education committee; it would allow an unlimited number of “cyber schools” in Michigan.
